     Why Progress Monitor?                                                                                        
· Look for growth and adjust instruction as needed

· Use a diagnostic ear to inform instruction

· Find the student’s instructional level

· Increase student MOTIVATION!
     Thinking about Progress Monitoring:
· Benchmarking is done with text at the student’s grade level.
· Progress is monitored at the student’s reading level.  
· Progress Monitoring probes should not be practiced.  They should always be a cold read.
How to Progress Monitor:
1. Determine where to begin testing by using the student’s Benchmark data.
2. Find the highest reading level where the CWPM fits between the 50th and 75th percentile and begin Progress Monitoring on this level.
If the number of CWPM falls between the 50th and 75th percentile, no more testing is required.  This is the student’s instructional level. 
If the number of CWPM is greater than the 75th percentile, then the student should be tested on the next higher level.   This would be the student’s independent level.
If the number of CWPM is less than the 50th percentile, then the student should be tested on the next lower level.  This is the student’s frustrational level.  
3.  Record data on the GROW data chart.  This includes date, passage level, passage form, and CWPM.
4. In the future, Progress Monitoring beings at the same level as the previous test.  
	Does the number of errors equal more than 10% of the total words read?
 If so, drop down a level regardless of rate.
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
